A. D --DECEITFUL
1. He tries to make us think evil is good and good is evil

2. He makes sin glamorous

3. Heb. 3:13 ....deceitfulness of sin.”

4. 2 Tim. 2:26 ...snare of the devil.” - - - trap, a trick, lure

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E -- EVIL
1. Devil - the evil one, wicked, immoral
2. Eph. 6:11 ASV

3. He wants everyone to be just like him

V -- VAIN
1. Vain = of no real value, folly - the devil does nothing of any good, profitless
2. The devil is fruitless, worthless

3. He wants our life to be vain just like his.

I -- INIQUITY
1. The condition of one without law, either by ignorance violation.
2. Injustice, unfair - Mt. 23:28 “Even so ye also outwardly appear righteous unto

men, but within ye are full of hypocrisy and iniquity.”

1. He is a falsifier - attempt to deceive by falsehood

2. Jdn. 8:44 *“..for he is a liar, and the father of it.”

3. The devil promises the best and gives the Worst.

4. “When he lies he speaks his native language, for he is a liar and the father of lies”

church, 23. Which is his body, the fullness of him that filleth all in all.”
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The saved are in the church -

a. Acts 2:47 “Praising God, and having favour with all the people. And the Lord
added to the church daily such as should be saved.”

b. When you are saved the Lord adds you to His church
